1. Welcome and Introductions – 5 Min.

2. Approval of Agenda and December 2010 Minutes – Minutes and Agenda Approved, no corrections.
3. SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL REPORTS – 

Chief Nicks reported that crime is up 13% in Spokane, this is mostly property crime.  He advised that if you have questions or concerns to contact the Neighborhood Resource Officers (ours is at 625-3340 COPS West) or Rex Olson at 835-4523.
City Council Reports – Steve Corker and Joe Shogun – Monday night is important they will be voting for a Library Level and the $20 tab fee will be voted on.  They had a meeting with finance and will know in April about the deficit the City will face for 2012, right now they are looking at about $6 Million.  Police and Fire people will not be replaced as they leave, voters have made it clear that Police, Fire, and Safety is most important.  This may lead to the levy not being approved.  A lot of dollar requests will be coming our way in the next few year; including jails and schools.  
4. Committee Reports

1. Treasurer's Report - Toni Lodge - 1 Min. – There is in the Large account $7,142.31 and in the small account $250.17.  Andy Rathbun was advised to provide the amounts of interest for the George Mulchan award, currently the account has $5024.29 in the account and $530.35 in Checking. 
2. Community Assembly Report – Luann DeWood/Kelly Cruz – 3 Min.  – There is a neighborhood leadership training that will be held on 2/12/11 at East Central.  There is also a Meet an Eat on 2/16/11.  – Brenda brought up that pool fees will be for $20 dollars and that there will be $45k available.  Splash will also be selling EWU Flip-flops. Brenda brought up that the Design Review Board is holding meetings about things that affect West Central at the same time we are holding meetings.  George made a motion that we write an official letter asking them to make every effort to make sure that their meetings containing West Central not be held on the same night.
3. West Central Community Development Association – Rose Matisse – 3 Min. – There is going to be a baseball team called the Ponies which will be affiliated with West Central.  Cost for joining the baseball team is $110 per child.  There is also a wrestling group, a volleyball group.  There was a request for money as they need as much possible to fund the children who want to join these teams.  There will also be a signing class starting in March that will last for 8 weeks, ending with a recital.  Neighborhood days will be April 23rd.  Marty Thomas came and spoke about the developmentally disabled and what the WCCC does to help them and develop skills.  Pool fees will be for $20 dollars and that there will be $45k available.  

4. Neighborhood Planning – Kelly Cruz – 5 Min. – Kelly reported that Rhosetta has a rough draft available to view and that the Planning Committee will be having a special follow-up meeting on 2/24/11 at The Native Project.
5. Neighborhood Clean-up – Daniel Herbers - 5 Min. – Dan reported the dates for the following year.  Dump Pass 4/16/11, Large Appliance pick-up will be 8/23, Dump pass 9/10/11,Clean Green will be 10/22/11. We spent $6121 dollars and we got rid of 66.23 tons of material . There is $6500 for 2011, extra $1500 must be used for recycle. Should we consider an electronic clean-up? 
6. Park Committee – Larry Swartz - 2 Min.- We are working on the Nettleton Triangle in planning and finalizing for the North Bench documents. Larry was approved as a Co-Chair for the Parks Committee.  Brenda reminded everyone to follow standard operating procedures and that all decisions are ultimately made by the council.  Dates were still not finalized for the Parks Committee.
7. Community Development Review (CDBG) – Jen Hussey - 5 Min. – Jen met with the CD board along with Kelly.  It was an opportunity for 3 neighborhoods to meet (Emerson Garfield, Hill, and West Central).  Jen explained that the discussion was about how the neighborhoods can help each other.  There was also talk of combining the CDNC position to work with other neighborhoods.  There is a possibility of funding being cancelled, but there will be additional information available.
8. West Broadway SURGE/Streetscape – George Craig – 5 min – There is a possibility that the City may cancel the dollars for this project.  There was a motion made to respond by letter should plans to cancel the project occur.
