3. SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL REPORTS

The City is happy that they caught the bomber from the MLK parade and they are happy to be here with West Central tonight.  Nancy has recently had surgery and is in recovery and all is quiet at City Hall. West Central wishes Nancy a speedy recovery from surgery.
4. Committee Reports

1. Treasurer's Report – Luann DeWood - 1 Min. – In savings we have $7142.31 and in checking we have $250.17
2. Community Assembly Report – Luann DeWood/Kelly Cruz – 3 Min.  – Not enough money to do 2 mailings we can only do one, but we can use clean-up funds if need be.  The will be a meet and eat Northern Lights on 3/16/11.  Pat Partobi with library will be there.  There will be another Meet and Eat in April with the Splash Foundation on April 7th from 5:30 to 7 at Northern Lights.  There is a new website for the Community Assembly Spokaneneighborhoods.org.  On the website there are comprehensive plan amendments and transportation modalities, new guidelines for Community Assembly Representatives and talking points. Kelly has been going to the PEPP Committee for traffic calming and they will guide us to how to create projects that can use the Photo Red monies. 3/15 from 6 to 7 WCCC there will be a Mobile Feedback Sign Planning Committee.  
3. West Central Community Development Association – Rose Matisse – 3 Min. JoAnn and Jenny attended the last meeting.  The Recreation program is looking for sponsors for baseball uniforms.  WIC will be having a breast feeding program.  WIC is losing 6% funding at state and federal level and Headstart losing 12%.  The Deaconess program is adding a 3rd midwife.  On 5/6/11 Naomi Judd will be the speaker at the Women Helping Women at the convention center which is $125 a ticket.  The WCCC has been awarded a 3 year grant for computer training classes.  Dr. Kobani is a family Dentist that will be working at the WCCC starting 10/1/11. Neighborhood Days are 4/23/11.  The Business Association is getting more members.  Andy adds that members of the WCCC board will begin attending our meetings.  
4. Neighborhood Planning – Kelly Cruz – 3 Min. A draft document has been completed and the group will be doing a final prioritization of issues and solutions which will be presented to the City.   The Planning Committee wants as many people as possible to attend.  The final document will be presented to Council sometime this summer.
5. Neighborhood Clean-up – Jenny Mele - 3 Min. –The first dump pass will be on 4/16/11.  They anticipate handing out 150 dump passes at COPS West on Boone.  This will be from 9 to 2 or until gone.  In August there will be a large appliance pick-up.  On 9/10/11 there will be another dump pass.  Sometime in October there will be a clean-green.  Any volunteers are welcome and people with trucks would be most appreciated.  There was a suggestion to create a clean-up caravan to go through the neighborhood.   
6. Park Committee – Larry Swartz - 3 Min. The North Bench Project is still in design.  The Committee is working on design and scope for Nettleton.  The first phase will include sidewalks and they are working on pricing.  They meet the 3rd Wednesday of each month at 6:30 PM at the WCCC.   There is also a park website.  The group is working with the Parks Department to get the amenities we ordered installed.  JoAnn made mention that a delay in the amenities is not acceptable.

8. Sidewalks - Kelly Cruz - 3 Min. – The group is continuing to work on sidewalks and received the packet from the Community Development Department.  The first meeting will be on 3/19 from 10 AM to 12 PM at Monroe Court.  Packets are to be completed by 4/6/11.  People will break up into quadrants and go through the neighborhood to designate sidewalks that need repair.

Code Enforcement – Jonathan Mallahan

It was mentioned that the house on Boone with the large amounts of garbage has been cited criminally and the owner did not show up for court and there is a now a warrant.  In order to clean-up the property we have to have permission from the owner and he will not respond.  If we go on the property we are trespassing.  The City was sued for doing abatements on properties.  They tried to develop state legislation but could gain no support.  They will bring it through the WA code enforcement to help.  We can go to small claims court and sue the owner, but that to will take time and money.  
Scott has been seeing a lot of transient traffic on Boone.  People are coming up to houses to beg for money.  Should we advise Cops West?  People are knocking on doors at early as 7 am and as late as 10:30 pm.  Advise COPS West and the NRO.
