2. Approval of November 2011 Minutes and December 2011 Agenda: Let the minutes reflect that Kaye Turner was an excused absence for November. Christine is Kimball for the last name. Minutes pass. Ken Cruz was here for November.
3. SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL REPORTS – Joe thanks us for being an active council over the years. Police caught a car prowler, Police are still investigating.  Make sure to call crimes in. They are still investigating crimes: if a pattern develops they will look into it.
Steve – this will be his last council report.  They approved the contract for 270. They agreed to a 3 year freeze for a cost of living and 4% for medical costs.  They are in the final passage of complete streets ordinance, parking rates fund for more amenities in the down town area (pedestrians) 5 of the 8 elected officials will be new so there will be changes.  Can we put more public bathrooms in downtown? WCNC presented him with a certificate of appreciation. He will still be involved and thinks that this is a great neighborhood. 
4. Committee Reports

1. Treasurer's Report – Luann DeWood - 1 Min. – 
No exp, same as last month 321.31 in checking and 7149.71 in savings.
2. Community Assembly Report – Luann DeWood/Kelly Cruz – 3 Min. – Mayor attended the CA neighborhood awards. 
3. West Central Community Development Association – Rose Matisse – 3 Min.
Rose did not attend the last meeting, but she did have a tour of WCCC.  There are people who are knocking the WIC program.  Poor people do not know how to access some of the programs and part of the problem is transportation.  People cannot get to where they need to be as it is a $1.50 to ride the bus one way.  Rose is thinking about writing a letter to the editor.  She did not vote for any money to be given to WCCC.  Rick Harris is there every morning from 6 to 9 in the morning and works with the students who are coming in.  Kids also come in from 3 to 6 pm.  Second Friday of each month, food and dancing.  Girl scouts every Thursday from 4 to 5:15.  She passed around a list of activities that the center provides to youth. If we want more going on then we need to volunteer. She has a list of the various programs that the center supports as well. 
4. Neighborhood Planning – Kelly Cruz – 5 Min. – Had hoped to present the plan tonight, but he got a call last week from the city that they are still looking at the plan.  It will come up sometime in January.  Heard from planning staff, that a lot of people were looking at it and liked what they saw, they are making some recommendations. It is at 75% draft status.  Not all planning members got the information. 
5. Neighborhood Clean-up – Daniel Herbers - 3 Min. – Went over by $1.30 at 5,001.30 for the year.  Other $1600 for recycling and clean green is still available.  We have money in CDBG, maybe we can clean-up prior to Bloomsday and clean up the alley’s. There will be an orientation in February for clean-up. 
6. Park Committee – Jen Hussey - 3 Min. – The Parks Committee has learned about a grant with the Parks Foundation that is due in February they will be applying for the grant as the bid came in over what we have available and we want to get this build started in the Spring.
7. Community Development Review (CDBG) – Dr. Marcus DeWood/Jen Hussey – 1 Min. – The report was due to the CD Board on 12/9/11 and was handed in to Kevin Brownlee, some additional budget sheets are being sent to him.
8. Sidewalks – Kelly Cruz – 5 Min. – Kelly Cruz, We were asked to do sidewalk reports earlier this year.  He did a survey and sent the list to the city on the 7th.  Submitted a list of 31, all priority 1 except for 6, 4 carried over from last year. Will get to a little over half.  Hopefully major issues will be addressed.  There has to be a minimum of a 2 inch deflection.  Some damage is from tree roots and there is not always an easy fix for that.  Keep sharing sidewalk issues. 
9. Elections Committee – 5 Min. – Jen Hussey – Dorothy Spoerhase, Scott Grayban, and Rose Matisse have volunteered to be a part of the Election Committee.  Any one in good standing can run for office.  Listed the offices available. We will be hearing from the group in January and who will be running.
