2. Approval of October 2012 Minutes and November 2012 Agenda 
Add Mary Fryback and Carol Elsworth as guests for the October meeting. Add that Dr. DeWood offered  $1,000 for West Central reader board sign. A motion was moved and seconded and the motion was passed with the above said changes. 
3. CITY COUNCIL REPORTS – 5 Min
Councilwoman McLaughlin will be here at the next meeting. They were presented the new fire budget 12 firefighter positions will be eliminated though they are trying to avoid this loss. The budget will result in the closure of Engine Company 9, but some people will be retained as some services from downtown will be moving to the location. The question was brought up as to why some people in the city are getting raises.  Negotiations are ongoing with COP Shops for leases. 
4. POLICE REPORT – 5 Min

The Ombudsman office is in old city hall and Tim Burns’ contract has been renewed.  A new measure will appear in a special election for the Ombudsman and every citizen will have the opportunity to vote to add it to the city charter.

1. Treasurer's Report – Luann DeWood - 5 Min. - No Report
2. Community Assembly Report – Luann DeWood/Kelly Cruz – 5 Min.  – No Report
3. West Central Community Development Association – Cheryl – 5 Min
Cheryl had a meeting with Victor Fraiser who passed along information on how we can do more concerts in West Central. We would have a series of concerts and would need to pay $244 for insurance. We can have a concert in June, July and August and the idea would be that the concerts would pay for themselves when the hat was passed. Cheryl advised that she would really like to head this up. A motion was made and seconded to have Cheryl head up this concert series and the motion passed. 

Andy was at the board meeting which involved the WCCC audit, overall money to operate the center is down.  WCCC is partnering with the Homer Builders Association and they are making playhouses that will be auctioned off, there will also be a silent auction and fundraiser in February. Dorothy who ran WIC is retiring and her position will be open. Coats-for -Kids was a big success, people are still needing coats and they helped them out when they come in. There are five openings to serve on the Board they meet at 4 pm on the second Tuesday of the month, except for December and July. 
4. Neighborhood Clean-up – Daniel Herbers - 5 Min.
This year was not as good as it could have been. 38.54 tons of garbage was removed out of the neighborhood.  That is the equivalent of a route and a half. There was no appliance pick-up of clean-green this year. There is a special dispensation of $200 a year to be used for special circumstances however this may have been handed out by code enforcement, Dan will check on this Perhaps we need 3 dump passes a year. A new motion to have Dan find out; motion moved and passed. The money that was not used for this year will go away.  We still have CD money that has been allocated out that we can still use. Can the CD money be used for special circumstances? Need to ask Kevin may need to have a special form. Cleanups are prescheduled with the city and we cannot just decide whenever to do a clean-up. 
5. Park Committee – Larry Swartz - 10 Min. No Report
6. Community Development (CDBG) – Dr. Marcus DeWood/Jen Hussey – 20 Min. The discussions of the Community Development Budget Committee were presented to the group.  Cheryl brought up the idea that Project Hope should be reduced to $3700 to cover fences and irrigation.  It was presented to the group that Our Place also applied for $14,000 and that was not part of the original budget meeting. Motion was made to approve $3700 for Project Hope, $4186 for the Sinto Senior Center, $14,000 for Our Place, $10,750 for Sidewalks, and $14,796 for housing rehabilitation, $5,000 for traffic calming for a total of $52,432 which is what was appropriated to West Central.  The motion carries with one opposed. 
7. Bylaws Committee – Andy Rathbun – 5 Min.
The Bylaws committee met to discuss potential changes one of which is to decrease quorum from 40% to 35%. Finished changes will be brought to the meeting in February and the group will meet in January.   
8. Communications Committee – Cheryl Steele - 5 Min.
The newsletter will be starting in January a template is being made, and business will be contacted with cost and a year-long budget. The cost will be $234 per issue for 3k copies. To be distrusted by the stores. Louise will edit as will Jen Hussey.

Road Closure – 20 Mins – Kay Howard and Jason Wheaton

Kay feels that people will suffer if they cannot get to the point and brought up the fact that many people from outside of the neighborhood go down there on their lunches to enjoy the area and that there is a lot invested in the area to lose the road.   It was suggested that part of the road be closed but that the parking lot should be closer to the point and that there should be more ADA parking.  Jason discussed that the closure of the road is to help complete the Centennial Trail and that this closure was brought up in 2010 and was approved. A lot of people want the road closed because there is dust and difficulty with the road. People come in their cars and dump their garbage and refuse.  Greenstone feels that they are dedicating a valuable piece of property to the Centennial Trail and that there will be a gap in the trail if Ohio is not closed. 
It was voted that there will be no meetings for December and January. Kay Howard did volunteer to Chair the nominating committee. 

After the meeting a special meeting was call and with there being no meetings those who have attended in the past few months that are new will be offered membership.
