1. Welcome and Introductions – Kelly Cruz opened the meeting stating that he could not stay and Chair the meeting as he had another commitment at 7:00 pm. He gave thanks for being the Chairperson for the past two years.   He was asked about the amendment regarding zoning to the WCNC Planning Document that he was to get corrected, pursuant to a motion that passed by the WCNC Member,  prior to submission to the City of Spokane.  He stated he said he did not know.  Co-Chair, Joann Stewart, chaired the meeting.
2. Approval of February, 2013 Minutes and March 2013 Agenda 
3. CITY COUNCIL REPORTS – No Report
4. POLICE REPORT – Lt. Griffiths reported that there is a new “TIPS HOTLINE” for leaving crime tips.  Call 242-TIPS.  He also reported on crime statistics, gang related incidents and the COMSTAT Process.  Tracy Douglas is our Resource Officer and her cell phone number is 216-1613
5. Committee Reports

1. Treasurer's Report – L. DeWood – Reg Share: $381.52, Checking: $281.50. It was reported that Ms. DeWood spent her own money to pay for the WCNC 501©(3) Non-Profit Annual Update fee.  She also reported that $6,800 was disbursed to the City of Spokane for the North Bench Project.
2. Community Assembly Report – No Report
3. West Central Community Development Association – Andy Rathbun –
Center is upgrading Security System after recent shootings at Sandy-Hook Elementary School.  Fundraising Event is 4/13/13 and Tickets can be purchased to attend and for a raffle.  They are still looking for a tenant for Women’s Clinic and working the Scholarship Event.
4. Neighborhood Clean-up – Daniel Herbers – Went to Orientation on 1/24/13 about funding.  Free Dump passes will be available on 6/8 and 8/5 this year. They are good for $25.00 dumping.  Citywide Clean-up is scheduled for 4/20/13. Heather Trautman, ONS, is getting information on possible other events that would allow us to clean-up before Bloomsday.
5. Park Committee – Larry Swartz – No Report. 
6. Community Development (CDBG) – We had 18,419.38 that could not be allocated per our request. $15,419.38 was for Broadway Plaza and $3,000.00 was for Clean-up.  We had to make a decision by 2/20/13 on reallocation.  Much discussion ensued.  Cheryl Steele made motion to have the money go to the needed traffic light on Maxwell and Cannon if allowed as Plan A.  Plan B was to split the money between Sidewalks and Housing Rehab Programs.  which was passed with majority vote and one decending vote of attending members. Following our meeting the City of Spokane let us know that Plan A was not needed so the money was spent per Plan B.  Toni Lodge agreed to follow-up on the traffic calming money and light on Maxwell.
7. Bylaws Committee – Andy Rathbun – Still working on and will be scheduling a meeting.
8. Communications Committee – Cheryl Steele – Second Edition of West Central News was presented.  WCNC is not part of the current process due to legal questions and lack of insurance.  When we secure legal recommendations and insurance for activities then WCNC may determine to be part of the newsletter.

WCNC Insurance Policy – Cheryl Steele researched and found there is no liability or Board Insurance for the WCNC non-profit organization. We asked for a legal ruling from the City of Spokane about current and future liabilities.  Heather Trautman stated would talk with the City Attorney and let us know.
