3. CITY COUNCIL REPORTS – No Report
4. POLICE REPORT – Lt. Griffiths reported that homicides are up from four last year to ten already this year.  When we have large events, like the homicide at SFCC this week, then all the SPD resources go to that event and other calls have to go unanswered.  There is not enough police to respond to all the calls for service due to tax cuts so they must prioritize based on immediate danger. This is the service that the public is willing to pay for with the diminishing tax base.  Also, Tim Burns, Police Ombudsman,  thanked voters for Prop 2.  He is currently undergoing Crisis Intervention Training with many disciplines over 40 hours.  Dept. of Justice and the National COPS Office is analyzing SPD and going to provide technical assistance for improvements.

5. Committee Reports

1. Treasurer's Report – J. Hussey - $381.52 in checking; $281.50 in savings.
2. Community Assembly Report – Kay Howard – Discussed Traffic Calming; Speed Flasing Lights; Ombudsmen Report, Blockwatch and presented a booklet from Mayor.  Kay will attend the CA meetings the first Friday of each month as the WCNC Rep.  Bonnie McInnis will provide back-up.  Letter to Kelly Cruz regarding same so he does not have to attend on behalf of WCNC.  We thank him for him service during the change over month.
3. West Central Community Development Association – Andy Rathbun – Reader Board is up and running and looks great.  Playhouse event is moving forward and please buy raffle tickets and attend the event.  WCC is switching software systems to accommodate better accounting and a LAN printing system.  WCC continues to increase security strategies.
4. Neighborhood Clean-up – Daniel Herbers – This will be Dan’s last season.  Mary Frybeck is going to take over the WCNC Clean-up Committee.  Free Dump passes will be available on 4/20, 6/8 and10/15 this year. They are good for $25.00 dumping.  Mary has contacted Airway Heights Corrections Center Community Work Crew Proram and will be developing potential for them to help with community clean-up.
5. Park Committee – Larry Swartz – No Report. 
6. Community Development (CDBG) – Current Federal Sequestration is causing a 5% reduction in all 2013 CDBG Programs.  The City has decided that all programs will take a straight 5% rather than try to prioritize based on short timeframes.
