7. New Business
Tim Burns, Police Ombudsman Annual Report is available on the City of Spokane Website and is 37 pages long.  He reported in summary that in 2012 SPD had one officer involved shooting; 33 taser uses of force; 42 vehicle pursuits; 50 SWAT actions; 225 search warrants issued; 1446 calls for mental health and 878 required no action. 476 went to the hospital and 83 were arrested; 9 calls for excitement delirium.  There were 4226 arrests.  There were 6,818 domestic violence calls and 675 were from the West Central Neighborhood.  It takes two officers to respond to each call so if WCNC could find ways to address DV it would be very helpful.  There were 12,976 traffic tickets. 105,000, contacts and 244 citizen complaints out of that number!  Overall SPD is doing a great job with 276 officers and only 145 of those are on patrol.  SPD operates at 1.2 officers per 1,000 residents.  National average is 1.8 officers per 1,000 residents.  Please call and schedule a ride-a-long so you can experience one shift of the life of our police officers.  Recommendations that will happen in 2013 from 2012 are new car cameras, new uniform tasers and Crisis Intervention Training.  In 2013 he is recommending SPD revive the School Resource Officer program and work on the Coroner Process.

Tim Burns suggested we work with Hillyard to address the DV issues and Joanne Stewart said she would make the contacts and be our liaison on the matter.

Toni Lodge suggested we mentor WC Youth to become Law Enforcement Officers.

Tim Burns said all documents are available on SPD Website so familiarize yourself with our City Police Department, Internal Affairs and all reports.
