1. Welcome and Introductions – Jen Hussey
2. Approval of July, 2013 Minutes and August 2013 Agenda – Motion was made by Jenny Mele to place attendance back on the Minutes. Motion passed w/Quorum present.  Jenny Mele made a motion to accept the draft agenda with attendance roster.  Motion seconded and passed with a majority vote and two abstentions.  A motion was made by Kathy Reid to approve the July Minutes, seconded and passed with a majority vote.  There were 3 abstentions.  A motion was made by Jeff Barnes to table May and June minutes for further discussion. Motion seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  
3. Presentation - Police and Code Enforcement – Sgt. Lundgren was present from SPD.  WCNC Secretary suggested a document be developed with all the questions/answers so that everyone’s questions get answered and all answers are documented.  A motion was made by Kaye Turner to have the questions and answers made into a distribution sheet by the Secretary. Motion passed unanimously with a quorum present.  Boris Borisov from the City of Spokane Code Enforcement Department was also present and added response to those questions that included Code Enforcement issues.
4. Committee Reports:  Pursuant to discussions at the June WCNC meeting, the WCNC Executive Committee moved forward to streamline the agenda and WCNC monthly meetings.  Part of the plan is the development of  a draft “SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT”  The intent is to have subcommittee’s that do host a meeting report out at the meeting but also submit their reports in writing to the body for inclusion of the meeting minutes and distribution at the meeting, website and via emails.
· Community Assembly:  Kay Howard reported that the traffic calming project for West Central is on the radar for next August.  It will be the newest “Hybrid Light” technology and will be at the intersection by Cannon Pool and the Native Project (Cannon & Maxwell).  Bonnie McInnis reported that she attended the “Joint CA Meeting” representing WCNC.  The major item of discussion was the Red Light Traffic Violation monies and distribution.  There was a consensus of the attendees that the money should stay specifically for “traffic calming” projects in the neighborhoods.  Bonnie stated that there is a difference of opinion from our elected leaders and that if a compromise is not made on the distribution that the City Council would vote to allocate the dollars how they deem necessary, which could include giving money to Spokane COPS.
· West Central Community Development:  Judith Gilmore reported that there will be a “Orientation” workshop at the Northeast Community Center on September 10th from 6:00 pm to 8:30 pm to teach Community Groups how to access the 2014 CDBG dollars with all the changes.  Please RSVP to attend.  There will be a follow-up “Technical Workshop”.  Jen Hussey reported that West Central will receive $52,432.00 for allocations.
· Park Committee: Jen Hussey thanked Steve Kounkel for his work on the Nettleton Triangle and stated they plan to move forward with the planting process.
· ACTION ITEMS: 
·  Kaye Turner and Steve Kounkel are still working on the status of the WCNC 501©(3) status.  
· Cheryl Steele and Jen Hussey are working on the insurance.  
· Jen Hussey stated that we need to elect a new CDNC Representative as Kathy Reid resigned. A vote will be taken at the next meeting so please contact Jen Hussey for further information if you are interested in the position.
· Jen Hussey reported that she was notified on 8/14/13 in the late afternoon that WCNC needs to reallocate $20,000.00 of the CDBG funds that were not used.  It includes $20,000 that was for the North Bench Project, $6,500 that was for clean-up, $645.00 of CDNC Salary not used and $1,500.00 for Fulcrum Institute.  A vote will be taken at the September meeting.  We are allowed to allocate the money to Home Rehab, Sidewalks and/or COPS West for $3,500.00 worth of new carpet.
· Cheryl Steele and Jeff Barnes offered the idea of having a presentation at next month’s meeting regarding school safety and bullying.
