Tracey Douglas our Neighborhood Resource Officer was in attendance, the group noted it was nice to have her back. 
Presentation: Ben Stuckart (bstuckart@spokanecity.org) City Council President Ben Stuckart informed the Council that West Central was one of two neighborhoods selected for a potential investment opportunity that would stimulate economic growth in the neighborhood.  He explained that he was able to gather financial resources from a plethora of different sources that are available to the city. Working with Amber Waldref they were able to use several pieces of criteria in narrowing down the selection one being us and the other the East Sprague area.  They would use the money to improve streets, lighting, buildings, etc. The walk through will take place 11/14/13 @ 1:15 at Indaba. They will have their decision within the next three weeks and ask that if anyone has anything to add to please contact them. 
October Minutes were read to the group, there was one minor correction to change the last name to Bennington. A motion was made by Joanne Austin to approve the minutes and seconded by Kay Howrd. The motion passed. 

Police Ombudsman Report:  There is still a lot of discussion with the city on how the Ombusdman office should function, currently to operate the office in the city of Spokane it is a quarter of a million dollars. Tim Burns offered his thanks to the group for the passing of Proposition 1.  He passed out a book that can be used by children. He also mentioned that there is a new phone number to call if we need information which is 755-city. He also added that anyone is welcome to come to his office. 
Community Development: For the 2014 and 2015 fiscal year, West Central has been allocated $52,432.00 for capital improvement projects and received over $97,000 is requests.  The CDBG committee met and made the following recommendations to the group: $10,000 to sidewalks, $12,432 to playground equipment, $5,000 to the West Central Community Center, $25,000 to the Sinto Senior Center.  It was explained that we were not able to fund Our Place and Project Hope. Mary Fryback made the motion to accept the committees’ recommendations and Daniel Herbers seconded the motion which passed. It was also mentioned that for the purpose of accounting that we needed to add $1,000 to COPS West for the 2014-2015 allocation with the mention that the money would be put back into sidewalks. Kelly moved to accept this motion and Steve Kounkel seconded the motion which passed.  
Community Assembly: The group is working on an electronic recording resolution, electronic recording shall be done at meetings but people in attendance will be told that the meetings are being recorded. 

Announcements: There is to be an Art Festival at Salem Lutheran Church where people can display artwork.
